Re: Proposed Amendments to Lost Mountain Township Declaration and Bylaws
Dear Homeowner:

The Board of Directors of the Lost Mountain Homeowners Association, Inc. is proposing restated versions of
the community’s governing legal documents. As you may know, the Declaration and Bylaws for the community were
written by the developer of the community in 1987, and they have not been significantly updated or revised since then.
As you can guess, there have been many changes in the law and in your community in that time, and the Board believes
that updating the current legal documents in several areas would better suit the needs of your community.

One main purpose for amending and updating the documents is to submit the community to the Georgia
Property Owners' Association Act (the "POA"). The POA is a law that was adopted afier the community was created,
which gives homeowner associations significantly stronger powers to collect assessments from delinquent homeowners
and to enforce covenants. These include a statutory automatic lien against the lot of delinquent owners and a statutory
right to recover attorney's fees from delinquent owners if the Association is forced to pursue legal action to collect
unpaid assessments. The Board believes that these stronger powers benefit all of the homeowners who pay their
assessments on a timely basis, comply with community regulations, live as good neighbors, and expect everyone else in
the community to do so.

Another purpose for restating the documents is to clarify regulations and use restrictions that identify what is
expected of everyone as homeowners in Lost Mountain, while providing more flexibility to meet individual owner
needs. For example, a clearer provision is being added which allows owners to have home-based businesses that do not
disturb other residents. Currently, home-based businesses are not in strict conformity with the governing legal
documents.

Other provisions in the amended and restated documents make it easier to conduct Association and Board
business, such as: (1) allowing the use of e-mails for communication, (2) making simpler voting procedures for
homeowners and the Board to use, (3) expanding the Board to five members; (4) stating simpler and clearer review
procedures for making changes to the exterior of homes or lots, and (5) allowing satellite dishes to be installed in
accordance with federal law and Association rules.

The Board believes that these amendments and updates will benefit the community. The amended and restated
Declaration and Bylaws would strike and replace the current documents. Please take the time to review the enclosed
documents. The Board understands that there is a lot of information to digest in these proposed documents, so please
feel free to contact any Board member if you have any questions about the proposed documents. The Board is
scheduling several small group meetings for homeowners to attend and ask questions about the amendments.  The
Board also is providing owners with a consent form for you to approve the restated documents, and the Board urges you
to do so.
